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Kinard Placement Night 2019

WELCOME!  This handout will help guide you through our placement night process.

Quick Hitters

1. Placements take TWO HOURS total.  1 hour 45 minutes for the placement rotations and 15 minutes to check out.

2. *Parents will watch 7 short videos in the computer lab that will last approximately 45 minutes.

3. You will have approximately 1 hour from the time you finish in the lab to:

1. Read the “Instrument Selection Guide” 

2. Fill out the “Getting to Know Your Child” form

4. You may leave after the lab videos and come back, as long as you fill out the forms and read the selection guide prior to your child returning from their placement rotations 
5. Parents are not allowed to be with their child during rotations

*If you have been in the Kinard Band Program in the past 7 years, you do NOT need to watch the videos again (unless you want to of course).  You only need to fill out the “Getting to Know You” form and read the “Instrument Selection Guide.”  You are welcome to leave and come back!

Step 1: Student Meet and Greet
Your child will wait with their group prior to their rotation.  During this time, our 8th grade band students will lead your child in a short meet and greet activity with their rotation group.  It is usually best for parents to leave their child and enter the computer lab at this time.  Please note: parents may not be in the rooms during placements!

Step 2: Placement Videos (Computer Labs) 40 Minutes

The purpose of the videos are to answer many of the frequently asked questions for beginning band. 

Placement Video Instructions (please see a student volunteer for headphones or help)

1. Double click on Internet Explorer on the desktop

2. In the search box (top right corner) type the www.kinardband.com
3. Once on the Kinard Band site, click on the tab titled “New Students” near the top of the page

4. When on the “New Students” page scroll down until you the “Placement Videos.”  Click on the first video and each subsequent video as they finish.
Step 3: Go to the Cafeteria (approximately one hour will remain before your child will finish)
Next you will go to the cafeteria to:

1. Fill out the “Getting to Know You” form

2. Read through the “Instrument Selection Guide”

Step 4: Checkout Process

When your child finishes their last rotation, they will meet you in the cafeteria.  Here is the process for checkout:
1. Help your child select their top two instruments and write them down on the scorecard
2. Circle on the form your child’s willingness to play their second choice instrument
3. Get in line to checkout with Mr. Perez and bring your Getting to Know Your Child Form and the scorecard.
4. Percussion-Students interested in percussion will be given an information slip with instructions on how to download the percussion study materials and how to register for the percussion auditions on April 9th.
5. Tuba- Students interested in tuba will be given a tuba study sheet and will meet with Mr. Perez by appointment to demonstrate tuba concepts.
6. Horn- If more students select horn than there are instruments available, families will be entered into a drawing to see who gets a school owned instrument.

* If your child did not do well on any instrument I recommend the clarinet for their instrument  
Step 5: Verify Placement (this step is done at home)
On May 1st, go the Kinard Band website (www.kinardband.com) and click on the “New Students” tab.  You will see a roster posted on the website by instrument, look for your child’s name to verify their instrument placement.
Step 6: Supply Lists (this step is done at home)
Supply Lists will be available at the bottom of the New Students page on the website.  
Step 7: Rent your Instrument and Buy Supplies (this step is done later)
Rent your instrument from one of the music stores on the supply list by June 1st to ensure availability for the summer music program (you will not be charged rental fees until the start of summer music).  Families that rent late sometimes run into supply shortages and their child is not able to start the summer music program with an instrument.  Avoid this by renting in May!
Reminder that rentals will be delivered to the summer music program in July.  It is important that your child start their instrument at the summer program with a music teacher to prevent incorrect playing habits!

Step 8: Summer Registration (this step is done at home)

Remember that the summer music program is a vital part of your child’s success in beginning band and that I prefer families attend the Kinard site.  Registration will be completed via www.schoolpay.com .
